Update on Modified Countywide MER

URMTS invoice overview and webinar
See handout. As a reminder, all Q2 2015 invoices must be submitted using the URMTS. An Excel version of the invoice is available under the “help” feature  (click on “tutorials”)if you want to verify the URMTS invoice. The following supporting documents are required and must be uploaded in the URMTS with each invoice. 

1. Salary and benefits by person and  cost pool
2. Other costs summarized by object code
3. CPE worksheet
4. Single cost objective form (if applicable) 
5. Roll up report displaying direct charges by employee and/or separately documented costs, (e.g., direct charged interpretation contracts
6. Annual certificate of indirect cost

Reminder: the CPE form does not need to be signed and it is available on HCA’s website. If you have questions about using the URMTS, please review the URMTS User Guide in the help feature on the URMTS. If additional help is needed, please contact Carrie Riemann at carrie@hfa3.org. 

HFA is completing a QA check on all Q2 2015 invoices. Once an LHJ completes an invoice in the URMTS, HFA will verify there are no errors in the data .  HCA will then receive an email from HFA indicating the invoice is ready for review. The LHJ will be copied on this email going forward. HFA will take no more than 24 hours to complete the QA. 

For Q3 2015 invoices and forward, the URMTS will send an automated email directly to HCA when an invoice is certified and submitted. 

Question:  Does the single cost objective form need to be signed? 
Answer: Yes, please upload a completed, signed form. 
 
How to update contractor (LHJ) information on the A19 
See handout. The contractor (LHJ) information on the A19-1A must match the information registered with your Statewide Vendor (SWV) number which is managed by the Office of Financial Management (OFM). If you notice errors in your contact information on the A19, please contact OFM to update your SWV number. Once this is updated, please notify HCA so that the A19 can be updated.
